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A  sunny  afternoon  at  Aveley,  and  not  too much  to  obstruct  the  view  of  the  blue  sky 
through  the  cover  erected  as  a  temporary  replacement  for  the  ancient  Pepper  Stand, 
which blew down  in a storm two years ago. The Pepper Stand had been a feature of the 
Mill Field since 1952, when the ground opened, and had a lengthy existence before that at 
Grays Athletic, who sold it to their neighbours for £100. Aveley have since built a modern 
covered  terrace behind one  goal but  the  temporary  structure  survives,  though  it  seems 
unlikely to last as long as its predecessor.
